Graduates will be granted full exemption from LPR and deemed to have reached Level 3 proficiency in all 
papers in the LPR if they possess both a relevant degree and relevant teacher training (upon the completion 
of Postgraduate Diploma in Education (PGDE)). Graduates could apply for exemption from Language 
Proficiency Assessment for Teachers (LPAT) accordingly.
